Without yarning over, insert hook into 
the front loop of the second stitch. Yarn over and draw it through the first two loops on the hook. Yarn 
over again and draw it through the two loops remaining on the hook. 
 

Making of 
1 – Head 
The head is made up of the face, the snoot and 2 ears crocheted separately. 
 

Snoot – The snoot is crocheted in spirals around a base chain.  

row description nb of 
stitches 

1 3 ch 3 
2 1 ch, 1 scst on each of the next 2 stitches, 3 scst in the next stitch, 

continue on the other side with 1 scst in the next stitch and 2 scst in the 
last stitch

Ears are crocheted in spirals. They are not stuffed.

1 6 scst in a magic ring 6 
2 [1 inc] x 6 12 
3 [2 scst, 1 inc] x 4 16

The face is crocheted in spirals. Insert safety eyes between rows 8 and 9 (from the top of the head) in 
the middle of the face, close to each other, before beginning stitch decrease.
